Explanations concerning acceptance /eliminations Cat. B and C
B1 The jury received a remark that 21, 7, 23, 29 (43) 1, 23 is a second solution. This is not the case. Black plays (42, 47) 33 (36) resulting in a draw.

For a number of compositions the remark was made that the Black piece on 45 is a figurant. 
The RI articles that apply are 1.13. C and 1.13.1.d, f and g.

1.13. The Figurant.  

The Figurant is a Black piece, which is staying in the Endgame position (or in the Final position), which did not participate in the development of the play, and which: 


A)
sacrifices itself in short Endgame position; 


B)
does not participate in the development of the play from the Endgame position till the Final position;


C)
is blocked in the Final position.  

1.13.1. As participation in the development of the play there is considered the execution at least the one of the following functions: 


a)
the movement of piece; 


b)
the limitation of the movement of Black King; 


c)
the creation of the capture-move of White; 


d)
the creation of the Initial position (with its transformations during the solution)

            e)      the creation of the naturality  of the previous move of Black if White s attacked in the Initial position.

            f)      creation of  a majority capture. For example K46, 36, 42 /38, 47, 49. White plays 41. (46x43) is a majority capture caused by the Black piece on 36.. 

           g)       elimination of a second solution. 

Point f and g are explicitly mentioned in the Instruction for the jury, published on Internet.

In the case of B15, B20, B22, 1.13.1 does not apply, so 45 is a figurant in these cases and the compositions had to be eliminated.
B16 is eliminated because of an identical resemblance.

The following compositions are accepted. 

1,13.1 d applies for B30.

1.13.1 f applies for B24.

1.13.1 g applies for B19 and for B26. 

C2 had to be eliminated, because the rule is that the solution given by the author is the solution that has to be taken into account by the jury (RI 1.7) The solution of C2 given by the author has a second solution in the end game. This composition has another solution that is correct, but has to be eliminated because the author gave the wrong solution, unfortunately.
C31 and C38. Also in these cases the compositions are in general, for publishing outside this contest, considered to be correct. However, the Regulation of the Dalidovich contest explicitly contains that in the position where Black is blocked, there should not be superfluous material of White to win.  

Unfortunately here one White piece is superfluous in this respect, though it is obviously required for winning the end game, but not in the final position.

C15 Here the same rule of the contest applies. The White piece on 41 is required to win in the position after the combination. However, Black is not blocked at that moment. When Black plays with his King he is blocked, but in a position where White also wins without 41. 
Concerning resemblances the new article RI 2.1.1, also included in the Instruction for the Jury, is applied. The jury fully agreed about the resemblances leading to elimination (identical or nearly identical as defined in 2.1.1) and other resemblances where each jury member can decide if the resemblance might influence the score or not.
