RULES
of the second personal world championship of problems
 (PWCP-II), Miniature section 

1. The second Personal World Championship of Problems, Miniature section (PWCP-II), is an official world championship of the World Draughts Federation (Fédération Mondiale du Jeu de Dames - FMJD). The FMJD bears the ultimate responsibility for this world championship. The FMJD Board of Directors (CD) charged the composition commission (Commission du Problemisme International – CPI FMJD) with organizing and control of the PWCP-II.

2. The championship period – from October 2007 till August 2008.
The PWCP-II is carried out according to the CPI FMJD International Rules (RI) for problems (Part I) and for competitions (Part II) and also according to the Instructions for judges developed and approved by the CPI. Changes and additions to the International Rules accepted in a session of CPI / FMJD in Warsaw will be included in the RI to be published shortly, together with an extension of the rule concerning resemblances.
3. Allowed to the championship are miniatures which correspond to levels either “Règles de Maîtres” (RM), or "Règles Supérieures“(RS). The miniatures which correspond to the “Règles de Base” (RB) level only are not allowed. Kings in the initial position are not allowed as well.
Team or cooperative participation is forbidden. Published miniatures (or minor alterations) which took part in any competition as well as miniatures which are or have been published in electronic mass media including forums of various sites, are not allowed.

4. The PWCP-II It is carried out in four categories. In all miniatures White plays and wins. The PWCP-II categories have the following conditions:

Category A. The number of pieces is from 5х5 to 6х6. This refers to the minimum and maximum number of pieces in the initial position. At least, the first two moves of Black must be captures. The theme is free.
Category B. The number of pieces is 6х7or 7x6 or 7х7. At least the first two moves of Black must    be captures. Theme: in the course of the solution (combination and/or end game) a Black King performs two captures at least.
Example 1: J.Pennings 8, 9, 29, 30, 35, 38 / 18, 32, 37, 43, 45, 50 Solution: 13 (49), 2 (16), 32 (49), 24,44,3 + a Black King performed three captures.
Example 2: J.Scheijen 8, 9,12,18,19, 20, 27 / 16, 21, 30, 32, 33, 36, 42 Solution: 25 (47), 3 (15), 17,10,27,27 + a Black King performed three captures.
Category C. The number of pieces is 6х7or 7x6 or 7х7. At least, the first three moves of Black must be captures. The theme is free.
Category D.

The minimum number of pieces is 5x5, the maximum 7 x7. In the initial position White pieces on the fields 7-10 are not allowed and on 6 only when covered by a Black piece on the field 1.

Theme: 

The miniature should contain at least two original positions where Black is at play and not forced to capture, but forced to play a positional move. These positions can be reached at any moment of the solution, during the first moves (forcings) and / or in the end game / motive. 

Miniatures meet the minimum requirements of category D when they contain:

· New motives, defined here as extensions of a known position with at least two original Black moves.

· Or at least two forcings without any motive at the end of the solution, or with a known motive.

· One forcing and an extension of a motive with at least one original Black move. 

· One forcing or original end game position, with different replies of Black resulting in at least two different compositional (thematic) variants, (including variants with the same final position, but reached after more than one different move of White).

For example:
№ 1:  New motive: 6, 7, 17, 19, 24, 25, 26/28, 31, 32, 33, 34, 35, 38 Solution: 22, 2(34)30, 39(40) 50 (30) 32 (34)27 (45) 21(39)17+

№ 2:  Two forcings, without motive:  3,12,13,18, 28/25, 27, 37, 38, 49 Solution: 20(9)15(14), 33, 43, 10, 28+

№ 3:  Three forcings with known motive: 7, 16,17,18,20,25,29/27,28,32,39,40,41,44 Solution: 23(12, 172), 36, 27(17)21, 33, 21 with known motive.

№ 4: One forcing and an extension of a known motive with at least one original Black move:
1, 13, 16, 18, 23, 26/6, 17, 29, 33, 36, 43, 45 Solution: 24(29), 40, 12, 14 (19, 21) the rest is a known motive 18 (27)12 (32) 7, 1(17)6 (21)11(27)16 (261) 21, 38+

№ 5: Original position with two different compositional variants: 

11, 13, 20, 27, 40/ 23, 26, 29, 35, 42, 44 Solution 38, 24, 15 with two different compositional (thematic) variants:

- (32) 10 (18) 4 (23) 27, 6 (28) 1 (32) 29 (37) 47

- (19) 10 (17) 4 (22) 21, 27 (24) 38 (30) 43 (35) 49 (21, 40) 11 (45) 50  

5. In each category a participant can offer not more than two compositions, indicating the competition category and the full solution till a generally known position is reached.

6. The composition that reaches the first place of a category will be given 100 points, second place 97 points, 94 for the third, 92, 90, 88, 87 for fourth till seventh and decreasing with one point for the next compositions in the ranking. Elimination of participating compositions (0 points) is only allowed when based upon objective criteria as described in the RI and explained in the instruction for the jury.
7. The result of a participant at the PWCP-II will be the sum of his five best scores, irrespective of the category. 
8. Ranking of the competitors when the points as described in point 7 are equal:
а) Sum of the 6 best scores;

b) Sum of the 7 best scores; 
с) Sum of all 8 scores.

9. The winner of the championship in Miniature section will be given the world champion title; he will be awarded with a golden medal and a CPI FMJD diploma. The number two and three of the total scores are awarded with silver and bronze medals accordingly and diplomas.

In addition, the prize money is established as follows:

· For the first place – 300 US dollars;

· For the second place – 200 US dollars;

· For the third place – 100 US dollars.

10. The jury composed of Jaap Bus (Germany), Evgraf Zubov (Russia) and Nikolay Grushevsky (Belarus) is formed for the direct carrying out of the PWCP-II. Ayrat Nagumanov (Russia) is appointed the championship coordinator.

11. The championship participants are asked to send their miniatures by ordinary mail, or with email (the reception of the email will be confirmed by the coordinator), including the full name and home address, till January 15, 2008 at the address of the championship coordinator:
