International Competition of Draught Problems

Retro-Competition 2004

REGULATIONS

The Russian International Draught Federation (FMSHR) organizes an international competition of problems without a king in initial position for all persons interested.

The RETRO Competition is run under the International Rules CPI FMJD – Regies Internationales in three categories:

Category A: Miniatures (at least 5 white pieces and at most 7 x7);

Category B: Small problems (at least 10  pieces of either Black or White and at most 12x12)

Category C: Large problems (at least 13  pieces of either Black or White and at most 15x15)

The problems   meeting the requirements of the Master Rules (RM) or Super Rules (RS) MP CPI FMJD are acceptable. The task is “White to move and win”.

Themes are free for all categories.

The problems published after 31 December 2000, unpublished problems, and corrected problems not accepted earlier at any international competition (for any reason) are acceptable.

An author may present  one position at the most for each category.

No collective author is allowed.

The competition is open. An author shall indicate his surname and name, postal address and electronic address, if available. In, addition an author shall specify the time and place of publication or international competition, at which his problem was not accepted.

The deadline of sending is 01 November 2004.

The problems together with their solutions shall be sent to the following address: Russia, 111394, Moscow, Novogireevskaya St., 54-6 Vladimir Matus. No problem shall be sent via e-mail.

A condition of competition has been agreed upon with the CPI FMJD. According to CPI FMJD Statutes, master points will be accounted. 

Winners and awardees of the Competition will receive medals and prizes.
